New York State Unveils “Life Pass It On” License Plate 

On Monday, June 21st, State Commissioner of Motor Vehicles Raymond P. Martinez, along with legislative sponsors Senator Kemp Hannon, Assemblyman Sam Hoyt and Assemblyman James Conte unveiled the new “Life-Pass It On” license plate designed to raise awareness of the importance of organ and tissue donation.   The plate, offered through the DMV’s custom plates program, is available to anyone who has a passenger or commercial vehicle registered in New York State.  Senator Kemp Hannon said, “These new ‘Life-Pass It On’ license plates will reach thousands of people across the state and help educate them about the importance of organ and tissue donation.” 

The cost for the “Life-Pass It On” license plate is $43 with an annual renewal fee of $25.  Twenty dollars of the annual renewal fee will be deposited into the “Life Pass It On Trust Fund”, which uses the monies for public education and statewide awareness efforts for organ and tissue donation.
