CDT is expanding its annual “Nurse of the Year Dinner” to include an educational program that offers CEU credits. He is also chair-elect of the Medical Board of Trustees at the Musculoskeletal Transplant Foundation.  CEU credits have been applied for and are currently pending approval.  

The awards dinner will begin at 4:00 pm with registration and social hour from 4:00 – 6:00 pm.  Following dinner, recognition awards will be presented to CDT’s “Nurse of the Year” and community service awards will be given to individuals in the community that have showed outstanding commitment to organ and tissue donation.  For the first time, CDT has added the “Health Care Practitioner of the Year” award, in recognition of a healthcare professional working in any unit of a CDT hospital that has gone above and beyond in support of CDT and its mission.  Once again, nursing and hospital staff will be asked for their nominations for both the “Nurse and the Healthcare Practitioner of the Year” awards.
